VIRGINIA STATE POLICE CONTINUING ITS INVESTIGATION INTO ASSAULT OF VIRGINIA LEGISLATOR

CHARLOTTESVILLE, Va. – The investigation continues into the tragic circumstances surrounding the stabbing of Virginia State Senator Creigh Deeds and the death of his son at their Bath County residence. 

At 7:25 a.m. Tuesday (Nov. 19, 2013), Virginia State Police troopers and Bath County Sheriff’s deputies responded to a 911 call at a residence on Vineyard Drive in Millboro, Va.
During the course of the ongoing criminal investigation, state police has determined that Senator Deeds, 55, and his son, Austin C. “Gus” Deeds, 24, had an altercation at the Deeds’ residence. Deeds was stabbed multiple times about the head and torso. Deeds then left the scene on foot. As he was coming down the hill of his residence towards Route 42, the injured senator was spotted and picked up by a cousin who was driving along Route 42. 
The two drove to the cousin’s residence where rescue responded. Senator Deeds was transported by ambulance to a nearby relative’s farm via Carilion Life-Guard 12 helicopter. Senator Deeds was flown to the University of Virginia Medical Center in Charlottesville, Va., for treatment of serious injuries.  The senator is still at the hospital at this time and listed in fair condition.
Gus Deeds was found inside the residence suffering from life-threatening injuries associated with a gunshot wound. Despite efforts by troopers and other first responders, he died at the scene. His remains have been transported to the Office of the Medical Examiner in Roanoke for examination and autopsy.
The investigation remains ongoing at this time by the Virginia State Police Bureau of Criminal Investigation’s Salem Field Office with the assistance of the Bath County Sheriff’s Office.
